Becoming a Disciple-Leader Centered Church

Developing a Relevant Community Church

get the congregation to embrace it?0

A strategy is to have key leadership to go on or participate in a weekend visioning retreat.
The purpose of the retreat is to seek a common clarity and understanding of the vision.

[Note: Ask/ invite the congregation, especially those who know and trust the power of prayer to pray and/or fast
for the retreat participants during that weekend]

Encourage the retreat participants to engage the vision in creative ways and share their perspective both in soli-
tude (with God) and among the group. Ask and explore questions relative to:

What does it mean to be a teaching center church?
How do you see God moving in the life of the church that would be useful in teaching i learning sessions?
What do we need to enable the people to engage in the teaching i learning process?

What church facility needs do we have relative to renovations, additions or equipment to augment the teaching-
learning process?
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This is a key. Follow the image of brain-sailing (Imagine yourself sailing with wind of the Spirit of God into all
that God freely and lovingly desires to reveal) and with no limit to material resources because God is your source.

Share the teaching T learning opportunities conducive to the needs of the congregation and community.
Prioritize the teaching T learning opportunities. Share the facility design and resources sufficient to do them.

Design a 7 week communication strategy following the retreat involving the current church classes and/or minis-
tries (especially fellowship ministries) in ways to engage and clarify their understanding of the vision in order to
embrace it.

In the words of the LORD to the Prophet Habakkuk,

i Write the vision

And make it plain on tablets,

That he may run who reads it.o (Ch 2, Vs 2)

Hold a congregational visioning summit at which the various church classes and ministries have an opportunity to
share their expectations and understandings of the vision after the seven weeks.

Have it recorded for future use in celebration. The focus is congregational ownership of the vision, so work with it
for the purpose of getting understanding. Then seek cohesion around the priorities emerging for the teaching-
learning sessions and the leaders to facilitate the sessions.

Plan a worship service at an appropriate time after the congregational summit to give thanks and initiate the teach-
ing 1 learning sessions according to your priorities. It is a worship service to consecrate and offer thanks to God for
revealing/ imparting the vision for the congregation to embrace. This would be the appropriate setting to crea-
tively have video or slides of the summit for viewing and reflection. Have the initial sessions presented and offer
thanks for the leaders.

Praise God and live into the vision of being a teaching i learning center church!
